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Statement from Council Member Dan Halloran Regarding the Proposed Renaming of the Queensborough Bridge
 
Council Member Dan Halloran (R-Whitestone) issued the following statement today regarding the proposal to rename the Queensborough Bridge after former Mayor Ed Koch:
 “Brooklyn has the Brooklyn Bridge.  Manhattan has the Manhattan Bridge.  Queens has, and should always have, the Queensborough Bridge.  This bridge is an icon of a borough that is all too often ignored and marginalized.  To change its name would be an eternal slap in the face of Queens.  

 “We’re in the middle of a recession.  The City is proposing cutting vital services to save money.  This is hardly the time to rename bridges.  We spent over $100,000 changing signs for the RFK Bridge three years ago, and now we might burn even more money renaming the Queensborough Bridge today. 

 “I greatly admire Mayor Koch, and I believe he deserves tribute.  But leave my borough’s bridge alone.”

 The bill will be voted on by the City Council at its hearing on Wednesday. Halloran noted that his colleague Peter Vallone, Jr. (D-Astoria) has been an outspoken leader on this issue.
