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Statement from Council Member Halloran Regarding Terrorist Arrest in Whitestone

Council Member Dan Halloran (R-Whitestone) issued the following statement today regarding the arrest last week of two terrorism suspects, Ahmed Ferhani and Mohamed Mamdouh, in the neighborhood of Whitestone in Halloran's district:
“These arrests are a chilling reminder that evil lurks even in a quiet, sleepy neighborhood like Whitestone.  The potential for ‘home-grown’ terrorists in our backyard is especially frightening, and a reminder that nearly a decade after September 11, there are still terrorists in our midst who yearn for our destruction.  
“I commend the NYPD for arresting these suspects, and I call on the District Attorney to prosecute to the fullest extent of the law.  The NYPD, especially, flexed its impressive counterterrorism muscle in arresting these suspects.  Our law enforcement officers have no more sacred job than protecting our City and our country from vile terrorists.  It is comforting to see they take on this task so seriously and with such bravery.”
