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BREWER BILLS PROMOTE CONSERVATION AND 
CAR SHARING IN HONOR OF EARTH WEEK
City Hall, New York – At the Wednesday, April 14, 2010 City Council Stated Meeting, Council Member Gale A. Brewer introduced several bills promoting energy conservation and car sharing  in New York City neighborhoods in honor of Earth Week, April 17-25, 2010. She also introduced key bills in the areas of transportation and traffic safety, technology, and voting and reproductive rights. 

Int. 137-2010 promotes the conservation of energy through permitting the utilization of motion activated and/or timed light switches in common areas of multiple-unit residential buildings.  

Int. 136-2010 requires mobile food vending units to incorporate green back up generators in order to reduce emissions and improve air quality in our city. 

Int. 135-2010 seeks to reserve a number of parking spaces in public parking facilities for car sharing programs in hopes of alleviating street congestion and improve air quality.

In order to improve pedestrian and cyclist safety, and to decrease traffic congestion reduction, Council Member Brewer introduced the following bills: 

Int. 131-2010 would increase pedestrian safety for students by mandating that any parking garages located near schools incorporate a pedestrian warning system approved by Department of Transportation. 

Int. 133-2010 seeks to create a bicycle safety task force in order to strengthen the City’s bicycle program and encourage safe bicycling practices.

Res. 144-2010 urges the New York State Legislature to permit the installation of bus-mounted cameras in order to improve the enforcement of bus lanes that are free of cars and other vehicles.
Res. 147-2010 calls upon the U.S. Federal Aviation Administration to institute an immediate moratorium preventing all sightseeing helicopters from flying over New York City until appropriate safety measures are implemented.

Promoting greater transparency in government, Brewer reintroduced Int. 132-2010 which requires all public meetings to be webcast and archived in an accessible manner for the public on the Internet. 

Int. 134-2010 will ensure that hand held computers used to enforce parking laws can access information from the Department of Transportation’s sign information system.

Moreover, Council Member Brewer introduced two resolutions, assigned to the Governmental Operations Committee, which respectively call upon the State Legislature to amend the State election law to permit electronic voter registration, Res. 145-2010, and Res. 146-2010, to permit same day voter registration. 

Council Member Brewer also introduced Res. 143-2010 focused on Women’s Health, urging the New York State Legislature to pass the New York State Reproductive Health Act immediately.
