Council Member Gale A. Brewer, Louis D. Brandeis High School and Make Music New York are hosting a relaxing evening with free music performances at the Brandeis High School Garden on June 21, 2010 from 4:00pm to 8:00pm. The Garden is located on the NE corner of West 84 Street and Amsterdam Avenue. 

There will be light refreshments and various musical acts into the evening. Performers include (in order of appearance) Sarah DeLeo, jazz vocalist; Mimi Yu, classical cellist; David Chidsey, classical guitarist. Paul L. Mills/Poez will also be performing from his spoken word repertoire. The free event is part of the 4th Annual Make Music New York Festival. Make Music New York holds more than 800 free concerts on streets, sidewalks, and parks all throughout the city, making it the largest music event in NYC. 

In 2002, the Brandeis High School community, with the support of Council Member Brewer, transformed the space into a beautiful garden. Not long after the garden first opened, a billboard promoting Makers Mark Whisky was hung above the garden. Student leaders protested the placement of the sign and asked the distributor, Allied Domecq, to have it removed. As a result of community opposition, the sign was taken down, and Allied Domecq has since financially supported Brandeis High School and the garden. The garden has become a space for the students to study horticulture and thus improve their Science Regents scores.
