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BREWER BILLS PROMOTE SMART DEVELOPMENT AND GREEN TAXIS
City Hall, New York – At the Wednesday, August 25, 2010 City Council Stated Meeting, Council Member Gale A. Brewer introduced several pieces of legislation, including Int 314-2010, aimed at the 'smart development' of  New York City neighborhoods and Int 315-2010, which promotes the 'greening' of TLC vehicles.  

Int 314-2010: SMART DEVELOPMENT
This bill is aimed at preserving the quality of life in neighborhoods as New York City undergoes an extraordinary amount of construction and development. In order to create communities with adequate infrastructure and support, city agencies would be required to establish minimum neighborhood service standards. Using these standards, the agencies would assess proposed large-scale development projects and submit an environmental mitigation report to the public through the local community board and Council Member.  The report should include specific mitigations and information on how each relevant agency plans to implement such mitigation measures.  (co-sponsored by Levin and Koppell)
Int 315-2010: CNG AND HYBRID-ELECTRIC TLC VEHICLES

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the taxi and limousine commission license fee for compressed natural gas and certain hybrid-electric vehicles.

Brewer also introduced key bills in the areas of government transparency, building construction and safety:
Int 316-2010: PRESERVING AGENCY VIDEOTAPE
A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to requiring that no videotape, or its contents, produced by an agency be destroyed or otherwise disposed of and that the head of each agency transmit to the municipal reference and research center such material in a timely manner.

Int 317-2010: DIESEL FUEL TANK STORAGE INSIDE BUILDINGS
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting the manual transfer of diesel fuel and requiring all refilling of diesel fuel tanks inside of buildings above the lowest floor be accomplished only by using a transfer pump supplied from a primary storage tank.

Int 318-2010: ALTERATION/DEMOLITION DEFINITIONS

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the definitions of alteration and demolition in the building code.

Moreover, Council Member Brewer introduced two resolutions, which respectively call upon the State Legislature to enact a co-op shareholders and condo owners bill of rights, Res. 405-2010, and Res. 406-2010, to improve the enrollment process for Supplemental Education Services and increase oversight of its providers.
