BREWER JOINS COMMUNITY AND PARKS AT WEST 59TH STREET GROUNDBREAKING CEREMONY

New York, NY—City Council Member Gale A. Brewer (D-Manhattan), along with Parks Commissioner Adrian Benepe and Manhattan Borough President Scott Stringer and community members will be celebrating the start of construction of the newly remodeled 59th St Recreation Center on September 18, 2009.

For over a decade, local electeds and members of the West Side community have been working for an improved recreation facility and park to replace the existing facility and abandoned pool. Council Member Brewer has contributed over $4.65 million to this project over the last four years.  Funding has also been allocated by Mayor Bloomberg ($4.3 million), Congressman Nadler ($100,000), Borough President Stringer ($1 million), Moshe Azogui, President and CEO, Brack Capital Real Estate, USA ($500,000), and developer Laurence Ginsberg ($2.5 million).
The recreation center is being reconstructed with an indoor state-of-the-art pool; new electrical, plumbing, and HVAC systems; a new First Aid room; improvements to the gymnasium and a new cardio room. A youth activities room, computer room, multi-purpose room, and bathrooms will be on the ground floor. Aerobics and fitness rooms will be on the second floor. All three floors will be accessible via an elevator and staircases. 
The new facilities are scheduled for completion by the end of 2011.
