Council Member Brewer will highlight the benefits of cost-effective and sustainable broadband in the City and how government transparency can benefit citizen participation.
“One of the key ideas behind OneWebDay is increasing public web access around the world and this particular day highlights the need for transparency to increase broadband access,” points out Council Member Brewer.  “The Internet opens up the world to so many people, particularly our young people.  It is our goal bridge the digital divide and bring economic opportunities back to New York City.”  
“Everyone understands that the Internet is the pathway to economic opportunity, from educational achievement to success on the job," said Nathaniel James, OneWebDay Executive Director. "We can't afford to leave anyone behind.”
