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Funding

· The Council may increase, decrease or rescind this funding at any time before an organization enters into a valid contract with the City.

· Council Members are prohibited from controlling the expenditure of discretionary funds allocated to organizations.  Council Members and their staff may not be involved in planning the details of how an organization will implement services or in procuring or paying the organization’s vendors.  Organizations should contact Charles Davis, the Council’s Chief Compliance Officer at (212) 788-6894 or at cdavis@council.nyc.gov if a Council Member or his/her staff instructs or makes recommendations on how or where to use discretionary funds. 

Scope of Services
 
· The scope of services or use of funds may not be changed without both the approval by the Council via resolution and by the contracting City agency.

Use of Consultants/Subcontractors

· An organization that receives discretionary funding must itself deliver the services of the funded program.  Subcontractors and consultants may not be the primary service providers for programs funded by discretionary awards.  

· Consultants and subcontractors may only constitute an ancillary part of the program to be funded.

· If an organization seeks to use discretionary funds to pay for any consultant services and/or subcontractors:

· The organization must first submit a written request for such use to the City agency administering the contract. 

· Both the Council and the City agency must review and approve the request to use discretionary funds for consultants and/or subcontractors. 

· Consultants or subcontractors may not provide any services prior to obtaining approval of both the City Council and the City agency. 

· All agreements with the approved consultants and subcontractors must be in writing.

· All consultants and subcontractors are subject to all Council conflict of interest disclosure requirements.  

Training

· Certain recipients must receive training from the Mayor's Office of Contract Services (“MOCS”) prior to the distribution of any funds and failure to complete this training will disqualify an organization for funding.  Organizations subject to this requirement will be contacted directly by MOCS Capacity Building and Oversight Unit.
